Q. Who will we be reporting to?

A. Alladmission CSA’s will now report to Lisa Bridge Waitlist Coordinator HSM2

Q. Will my role change?

A. No. Your role will remain the same. You will still be working under the Administration
Level 3 role. You will not be required to rotate through bookings. The only change will be
who you report to.

Q. Where willl be working?

A. You will be working in the Level 3 admissions area. This area is still part of the
Perioperative Services.
